	Description of research activity:

The Municipal Institute of Medical Research (IMIM, www.imim.es) is a public organism devoted to scientific research in the field of Biomedicine and Health Sciences, as well as to the training of highly qualified investigators in these fields. IMIM is one of the main institutions that contributed to the creation of the Biomedical Research Park of Barcelona, (PRBB, www.prbb.org), a scientific innovation project aimed at gathering a large number of investigators from the entire world.

The IMIM structure includes Research Programmes that are multidisciplinary in nature, with basic sciences, epidemiology, and clinical researchers from several hospitals in Barcelona and Girona. IMIM has a vibrant research support system, including more than 400 technical and administrative staff devoted to finance, logistics, communications, information technology, biomedical informatics, research finance, project management, business development, and other services. In addition, there are a number of technical services supporting the scientists, including clinical trial management, DNA extraction services, genomics, micro-arrays, cryopreservation, etc.

roup facilities and know-how: 

Our biochemistry laboratories have performed all the determinations needed for the baseline laboratory data in the three surveys that recruited the participants to be included in the present project. The laboratory is led by Dr. María Isabel Covas and supervised by a post-doctoral fellow, Dr. Montserrat Fitó, both members of our group.

A statistical analysis unit including a senior statistician, a pre-doctoral statistician, and a statistics technician provides expertise and support for the analyses. Our group owns a Teleform® system for automatic data entry from paper and electronic forms, the internet, and other sources. Only the fields requiring optic character recognition need human intervention for validation of the information. 

The scientific production generated by IMIM research units includes some 200 publications per year in international journals indexed in the SCI. This scientific productivity puts the IMIM in the lead among all Spanish biomedical research centres. 

CVD research is one of the signature activities at IMIM, Barcelona’s municipal institute for medical research. This is epitomized in the Cardiovascular Epidemiology and Genetics and Cardiovascular Risk and Nutrition groups led by Jaume Marrugat (MD PhD FESC). The CVD team was established in 1992, achieved Advanced Research Group status in 1996 (the Catalan government’s highest category), and has successfully renewed that status every 2 years to date.  More than 350 original articles published in high impact international journals substantiate the scientific trajectory of this research team.

The REGICOR team has focused on descriptive and clinical epidemiology in the monitoring of myocardial infarction in Spain; its first study on the topic has been cited more than 100 times. Similarly, the recently published 10-year retrospective on the evolution of risk factors in the REGICOR population was the first such analysis in Spain and the first published report of a shift to the left in population distributions of total and LDL cholesterol over a 10-year period.  Our group’s experience in the assessment of cardiovascular risk is well recognized and the Framingham-REGICOR adapted risk function has been implemented as the standard for all of Spain. The unit has recruited a large number of participants' phenotypic data and a biobank with DNA & serum and plasma frozen samples (~15,000, including the three cross-sectional samples for the REGICOR Study, www.regicor.org). With this large, representative sample, we are able to design case-control, cohort, and other population-based approaches to the study of a range of cardiovascular diseases (e.g. coronary heart disease, stroke and peripheral artery disease) and associated risk factors (hypertension and diabetes).

Eurolive is a European multi-centre clinical nutritional trial concerning the effect of a traditional Mediterranean antioxidant-rich food, olive oil, on oxidative stress and damage to lipids and DNA in humans. EUROLIVE also aims at studying the bioavailability and the binding of olive oil phonemics compounds to low-density lipoproteins. Our study will focus on whether a reasonable supplemental amount of affianced (without phonemics), common (with low phenol content) and extra virgin (with high phenol content) olive oil would reduce lipid per oxidation and DNA oxidation in 180 humans from 3 European populations (Northern, Central and Southern), and whether there are differences) in effect according to the olive-oil phenol concentration. The market prices of olive oil differs being affianced and common olive oil cheaper than virgin olive oil.
