	SUMMARY*:

The increasing number of type 2 Diabetes Mellitus (DM) patients and its association with heart failure has been the subject of great concern in the all western countries -triggered by rapid changes in the population`s dietary behavior in the last decades. Patients with DM usually suffer from atherosclerotic coronary artery disease, and usually their heart failure is the systolic type. To date, treatment is quite similar for both systolic and diastolic heart failures; however, since the mechanisms could be different, it is important to better distinguish between the 2 types which might enable a more precise and personalized approach to heart failure treatment. Thus, the main goal of the proposed project is to improve the understanding of mechanisms of diabetic related co-morbidity in heart failure. 
The researchers are seeking to initiate a PF7 project under the 2009 Health call HEALTH-2008-4.3.3-2: Mechanisms of diabetic and weight-related comorbidity in heart failure (SICA).  Targeting a worldwide study of 3 main groups:

· Patients with systolic heart failure and DM type II.

· Patients with heart failure without DM type II.

· Healthy volunteers - age-sex matched healthy people that will serve as the control group.

We will account for different genetic variations and life styles:  Mediterranean, Western European, Eastern European and North American- it will be important to find whether there are genetic, environmental and dietary effects on the expression, progression and clinical outcome of patients with Diabetes Mellitus and Heart Failure over a 1 year of follow up.

For each region there will be all 3 groups without gender limitation. All patients above 18 years old will be eligible to participate in this prospective study.
