Five laboratories are present in the institute such as artificial insemination, embryo transfer, feeds and animal nutrition, animal genetics and quality measurement of wool and angora. Laboratories such as artificial insemination and embryo transfer are pioneering laboratories in Turkey. Since 1957, the institute has successfully completed many research projects with contributions of some universities and relevant institutes in the region using mostly its own budget provided by MARA each year. Recently Lalahan Livestock Central Research Institute carries on two national base research projects financed by TUBİTAK (Turkish Scientific and Technical Research Organization) wich are one in “native domestic animal genetics resources” and other in “bale silage production techniques”

Number of technical personnel in the institute is 29 researchers who have 14 DSc and 4 MSc as academic career.
