	ACRONYME & TITLE: Building a strategy of nature conservation management and sustainable development of protected areas, along the east border of the EU


	SUMMARY*:

The eastern border of the European Union runs along regions of very high natural virtues. Some of them are evaluated as unique in the scale of the whole Europe. Especially, vast areas of wetlands and forests distinguish themselves among these virtues. In both sides of this border many protected areas were created including Biosphere Reserves and National Parks. At the same time numerous examples of local bottom-up transborder cooperation are observed here, concerning the protection of nature and sustainable development. This state requires better acknowledgement, organizing the net of information exchange and the forum of improving experiences. Concurrently, it is a perfect area for investigation on biodiversity and landscape changes along the N-S climatic gradient of the Europe. The main aim of this project is enhancing connectivity between research and policy making in sustainable development of protected areas system along the east border of the EU. The project joins the activities undertaken in this scope in the area of Belarus, Estonia, Finland, Hungary, Lithuania, Moldavia (Moldova), Poland, Romania, western Russia, Slovakia and Ukraine. Among the testing areas, between others, the following ones are indicated: North Karelia Biosphere Reserve (Finland), Nemen River Delta (Lithuania/Russia), West Polesie Biosphere Reserve (Poland/Belarus/Ukraine), West Carpathian Biosphere Reserve (Poland/Slovakia/Ukraine) and Danube River Delta Biosphere Reserve (Romania/Ukraine). Detailed selection of the testing objects will be performed during the first seminar of the project participants.
